INFORMATION FOR PROSPECTIVE SENIOR MEMBERS

WHO ARE WE? The Civil Air Patrol is civilian Auxiliary of the U.S. Air Force. We have 3 primary missions: Emergency Services, Aerospace Education and a Cadet Program for young people.

WHAT DO WE DO? The primary function of the Senior Membership is Emergency Services. The Squadron is assigned a Cessna 182 aircraft used for Air Force Missions to search for downed aircraft and locating active ELTs. In addition we also work with federal and state agencies to perform a variety of missions: disaster relief, drug interdiction, civil defense, live organ transport, dog team transport, etc. The CAP aircraft cannot be used for personal flights, however it is available to qualified members for proficiency flights. For proficiency flights, the present cost to the member is $50/hr wet.

HOW DO I JOIN? The Squadron general meeting is held the First Tuesday of the month, at CAP Headquarters, next to the Pacific Air Coast Museum, at Sonoma County Airport. You must be at least 18 and a U.S. citizen or an alien lawfully admitted for permanent residence. Membership is a privilege, not a right, and applications may be rejected by National Headquarters. An application packet may be obtained by calling the squadron voice mail number 707-545-7488.

WHAT DOES IT COST TO JOIN? The Annual National Membership due is $76. Squadron Annual dues are $25.00 and will be prorated for new members. We are a volunteer organization, and all non-funded expenses are borne by the member. However, such expenses are tax deductible as a charitable contribution

HOW DO I GET TO PARTICIPATE IN EMERGENCY SERVICES?
Emergency services personnel are comprised of Mission Pilots, Mission Observers, Mission Scanners, Mission Ground Teams and Mission Base operations personnel. All emergency services personnel must complete a training program leading to issuance of an Emergency Services Card authorizing the individual to participate in search and rescue operations. Pilots who have 200 hours PIC time can become certified as Search and Rescue/Disaster Relief pilots after completing training. Non-pilot, or pilots who do not meet the hourly minimums can become certified as Observers or Scanners and can be crewmembers on search and rescue flights.
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
